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Collection of Student Work Evidence—Option #1 
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1. Create a student portfolio for each AVID student in your site’s program.

2. Have each AVID student include the attached items (as indicated on page 2) in his/ her portfolio. These items reflect specific indicators in which student samples are required for documentation.  Have students keep the portfolio in Essential order as listed on the “AVID Student Portfolio” contents page 2. Photographs of student work samples are an option.

3. On the day of the crate check, select one AVID student portfolio from each AVID section.

4. Label each selected AVID student portfolio with the AVID Elective Teacher Name, Grade Level and Period #.

5. Student portfolios do not need to be filed in the crate/file folders.  During the crate meeting, the coach will refer to the student portfolios for Essentials 4-8.  It is an option to have students included at the certification meeting to share some of the contents of their portfolio.

* This portfolio may also be used as end-of-the-year reflection activity, evidence of goal setting, feeder school/ exit/ scholarship/ college interviews, and/or to follow the student to the next grade level.
