Interview Questions (10-15 minutes)

3) Do you want to prepare for a four-year college? How does your family feel about your going to college?

4) Do you have older brothers/sisters who have gone to LAHS? To college?

5) What subjects do you want help with in high school: math, science, reading, writing, study skills, time management, learning about colleges, preparing for SAT/ACT tests?

6) What classes are you taking that you’d like to be clustered in: geo/algebra II/bio?

7) Do you read books outside of class assignments? What kinds? How often?

8) How do you want to get involved at LAHS: sports, clubs, Mexico Lindo, music, drama, student government?

9) What language do you want to take? If Spanish, what level?

10) What fears do you have about coming to LAHS? What are you excited about? What questions do you have? 

11) Do you read books outside of class assignments? What kinds? How often?

12) Do you prefer working alone or working in a group?

13) What are your priorities in your life right now? How do you balance them?

14) What else do you want us to know about you?
